DESCRIPTION

An elegant wine. Brilliant colour, with hints of green. Typical Chablis nose, where aromas of citrus (lemon) fern and
even salty sensations dominate. On the palette: powerful and lively, but still soft. A lot of finesse and balance.

VINIFICATION

Harvesting: by hand. Pressing: very slowly to respect the fruit. Juices from the last pressings are not kept. Ageing
in oak barrels (0% new wood). Length: 12 months. Origin of the wood: French oak forests.
